Tack and Accessories: All entries must be made or created by exhibitor

Each entry will be critiqued and given suggestions for possible improvements.
Awards will be given for Champion and Reserve Division Champion for Juniors, Intermediates and Seniors; classes will receive placings to 6th.  Judge’s Choice and Viewer’s Choice awards can also be given. 
Primary member entries will be evaluated but not placed.

Rules:
· DO NOT TOUCH OR HANDLE OTHER PEOPLE’S HORSES WITHOUT PERMISSION!!!!!!!!!!

· NO running/playing in the show area. Please go outside if you need to run around. 

· There is a limit of 2 models per exhibitor per class with the exception of the Tack and Accessories classes. Only one entry per exhibitor in the Tack and Accessories classes.
· Each horse may only enter ONE breed type class.

· Foals may only enter the foal class.
· Models should have a leg tag with the entry number.

· No blankets, leg wraps, halters or handlers etc are allowed in halter classes. 
· Anything shown in the TACK class must have been made by the exhibitor. 
· Tack and prop entries must have their own tag and number.

· Please ask lots of questions during the review session. 

· Care must be taken at all times when working with and around model horses. No one may touch anyone else’s models at any time without express permission from the exhibitor. No one except the exhibitor may set horses onto the show tables in preparation for a class. **Parents may assist in removing models after a class has been placed only.**

· Use of exhibitor name, initials, club name or other identifying marks on the models, scenery, reports or any other part of the entry is not permitted.  Use of any such identifiers may be cause for disqualification. 

· All tack, equipment, and other items should be in scale with the model horse. Items that are too large or too small or that not in proportion with model horse or rider can be penalized. 

· Rider/handler dolls are not required, but may be used. When used, they should be appropriate to the class, and may be penalized for poor use or poor equitation. All decisions of the judge are final. 
· Participants are encouraged to ask questions about their placings at the end of the class. 
· Classes may be further split at the discretion of the judge and show management if entries warrant.

· Model horses that are broken, dirty, or show scuffs, rubs, or scratches may be penalized at the judge’s discretion. 

· Dioramas or scenes may be no larger than 18x24,

Tags: 1” sale tags with strings are recommended for leg tags, preferably white, and must contain the horse’s breed and gender and the exhibitor’s number and entry number. It is recommended to place your initials on the back of the tag. 
Documentation Cards: Documentation cards are required (3x5 recommended) for all classes and must contain a description of what the entry is or is doing in 100 words or less in your own words. There will be no copy and paste. Plagiarism will be severely penalized. Typing is preferred. No books or digital information in the show ring.

Define what the horse is required to do for his breed and /or class. If there is a pattern or test include it in the documentation. 

Items to include: class name, class description including class requirements (gaits, jumping efforts, etc) judging criteria, tack/clothing requirements (if notable) and any other pertinent criteria.
Cite the source document. 

Photos are optional.

Age is considered when evaluating documentation for amount of details/information

Example:

Halter: Quarter Horse: best known for stock work. Breed received name for having the fastest speed at the ¼ mile.

Performance: This western pleasure entry is jogging on the rail. Pleasure classes show that the horse is a pleasure to ride.

Halter/breed classes: 
Entry must include a breed description card (5x8 or smaller). This is a paragraph written by the member that describes the breed, its origin, history, etc. Models are judged on conformation, breed suitability and model condition. Please refer to the 2013 NAN breed classification list to determine which class to enter the model.
Performance classes: 
Documentation required should include, class name, class requirements, judging criteria, tack/clothing requirements(if notable) and any other pertinent criteria. Remember to cite the source documents. Photos are optional.
 Models are judged on whether it is correctly and safely executing a maneuver that is appropriate for the class, tack fit and suitability, accuracy of documentation, any props(including dolls) and horse in relation to event presented and condition of model. 
Tack and accessories: 
Accessories and props should be in scale. Tack should fit properly, be correct and accurate. Documentation should be included for realistic costume and repaint/customize entries.

Fun Classes:
 Documentation is required for famous horse, unique breeds and unique colors. 
For Famous Horse: The Breyer information card is acceptable in this class only.
