SNOHOMISH COUNTY 4-H HORSE PROGRAM

2024 STATE 4-H FAIR QUALIFICATION

The State 4-H Office assigns each County a quota for each Section of the State 4-H Horse Exhibit but has not yet been published. The criteria set by State 4-H as listed in the Premium Book gives priority in the following manner and must be on a project horse as determined by the June 1 due date (Hardships not allowed):

· Blue in Showmanship, Blue in Riding/Driving Class

· Blue in Showmanship, Red in Riding/Driving Class
· Red in Showmanship, Blue in Riding/Driving Class
· Red in Showmanship and Red in Riding/Driving does not qualify for State.

· White Ribbons do not qualify for State 

Our County’s method of choosing our State participants focuses primarily on our County Fair in Monroe, with the inclusion of any Blue (*or Red) Danish Ribbons in Showmanship at a “Snohomish County 4-H sponsored Show” (Not Club-sponsored Shows), as long as the Showmanship ribbon was with the same horse shown at Fair.  

If an exhibitor received a blue ribbon at the county level in Showmanship, they may enter any other classes in which they received a blue or red ribbon at the county level.

If an exhibitor received a red ribbon at the county level in Showmanship, they may only enter other classes in which they received a blue ribbon at the county level.
Youth may exhibit in two Sections, however, they would make their first choice and then would only be part of the second quota below all other Blue Danish Ribbon qualifiers.

***Hardship and Judging Waivor Exhibitors are not eligible to Qualify for State 4-H Fair***

WESTERN GAMES

Our Quota is 10 Intermediates and 10 Seniors

Members who earned Red Danish Ribbons in Showmanship go on the list below any members earning Blue Danish ribbons in Showmanship and who have earned points in events.  Class placing in Showmanship is considered only in the case of a tie. Youth who have not earned points/placing may qualify if space is available and would be ranked according to Danish Ribbons earned in events. May enter any events at State in which they have won a blue or red Danish ribbon at county level. (see above limitation)

HARNESS/SMALL EQUINE
There is no quota so any Intermediate or Senior member may go if they earned at County Fair a Blue Danish Ribbon in Reinsmanship, Precision, Obstacle in Hand, Dressage In Hand or Hunter in Hand along with having earned a Blue (or Red*) Danish Ribbon in Showmanship at County Fair or a County Show with the same horse. (or a Red Danish Ribbon in a Driving or In hand Class and a Blue Danish Ribbon in Showmanship)

DRESSAGE -  English 

Our Quota is 1 Intermediate and 1 Senior (Dressage Section is combined with Performance)

Ranking will be the top percentages at Training Level Test 3 and above and having earned a Blue Danish Ribbon in Showmanship* at the County level with the same horse. Dressage participants may also enter any other Class offered in the Performance section (only if entered at County fair or Show and having received at least a red Danish ribbon).Readers will be allowed this year!
DRESSAGE -  Western 

Our Quota is 1 Intermediate and 1 Senior (Dressage Section is combined with Performance)

Ranking will be the top percentages at Basic 3 and above and having earned a Blue Danish Ribbon in Showmanship at Fair or a County Show with the same horse. Dressage participants may also enter any other Class offered in this section (only if entered at County fair and having received at least a red Danish ribbon). Readers will be allowed this year!

PERFORMANCE

Our Quota is 4  Intermediates and 8 Seniors

The Quota is divided into the approximate same percentages of members showing in each of the qualifying riding classes at County Fair.  Members placing within the quota are qualified, as long as they have earned a Blue (or Red*) Danish Ribbon in Showmanship with the same horse they rode in the qualifying class. Ranking in the Advanced Classes will be the priority so members hoping to qualify should enter the Advanced Class(es) in order to qualify.

If you have qualified in a Performance Class but not earned a Blue Danish Ribbon in Showmanship  with the same horse at a County Show or the Fair in the current 4-H year, your name will go the bottom of the list below any other members who have earned the Showmanship Blue.

Championship Lots/Classes for "Advanced" are the Qualifying Lots for State Fair (if total quota is unfilled, ranking in Regular classes will be considered) . If you qualify in more than one class, you will be listed for qualifying in the class in which you placed the highest.  For example, if a Senior member places 3rd  in Advanced Hunt Seat Equitation and 2nd  in Advanced Western Equitation, they would “qualify” in Western and be removed from the Hunt Seat list so then the 4th place in Advanced Hunt Seat would “qualify”.  

If you place the same in more than one class, you will qualify in the class with the highest “priority” in the order as listed above.  For example, if a Senior member places 1st in Advanced Hunt Seat Bareback and 1st in Advanced Western Equitation, they would “qualify” in Hunt Seat Bareback Equitation and be removed from the Western Equitation list so then the 2nd place in Western Equitation would “qualify”.

Once a member is “qualified”, he/she may enter other classes in that section at State Fair as long as they entered the same class at county level and earned at least a red Danish ribbon. (including Dressage Tests (Test 3 and above) and Dressage Equitation)
*If unable to fill quota, we are allowed to send youth who earned a Red Danish Ribbon in Showmanship and a blue in a Riding Class
